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TOWN OF WILTON

Meeting held, duly noticed, with 2 trustees Elizabeth (Betsy) Castro and Daniel Donovan.  Also attending were Pam Atwood, Selectmen’s Administrative Assistant, Kermit Williams, Selectman, and Steve Elliott, Cemetery Trustee.
The meeting was called to order at 11:00 a.m.  Discussion was had regarding billing from the Cemetery Trustees to the Trustees of the Trust Fund at the end of each fiscal year with confirmation that an invoice from the Cemetery Trustees would be submitted to the Trustees of the Trust Fund for payment of that invoice.
An explanation of the year-end Cemetery Report was given – the percentage calculations for amount of income earned and amount of that income spent is figured on the dollar amount paid for the original lot as increased by capital gains over the years. 
Discussion was had on whether the cemetery lots in the Town of Wilton include perpetual care.  At the current time, all funds received from sale of the lots are included in one general fund overseen by the Trustees of the Trust funds.  They do include perpetual care.  If any were not, however, then those amounts from lots not covered by perpetual care would have to be put into separate funds rather than into the general fund overseen by the Trustees.  Those separate funds would also be overseen by the Trustees.  The lots in Mount Calvary Cemetery also include perpetual care.  Is the percentage calculation on the year-end Cemetery Report based on dollar amount of the lot(s) or on the number of lots purchased (question was raised by the auditor)?   Kermit volunteered to talk with Terry Knowles of the Attorney General’s office to clear this up.  In the past it has been done on the dollar amount.
Also questioned whether the percentage of the income and expenses calculated on the current lots should be broken down between those sold and those vacant and the maintenance costs apportioned. Steve will look into how many lots have been sold and how many vacant lots there are.  There was considerable mapping of the cemeteries a few years ago and he will work with that mapping and what other information he has.  At that time it can be determined how the percentage allocations should be made.  Kermit will also discuss this issue with Terry Knowles.
Discussion was had on the amount the Diocese pays the town for maintenance of Mount Calvary Cemetery.  It is believed the contract between the Diocese and the Town stipulates that this amount is to go directly into town funds.  Nothing was paid in 2014 by the Diocese.
No other business came before the meeting.
