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In 2015, members of the Wilton Conservation Commission worked with the Nashua Regional Planning Commission to
complete an update of the town'’s Conservation Plan. Although many of the town's values related to natural resource
protection and conservation remain enduring and constant, the update provided the town an opportunity to inventory
and evaluate conservation conditions and efforts. All of the conserved lands or tracts in current use were inventoried
and mapped to provide town residents an updated and complete picture of conservation in Wilton today and needs
moving forward. The update also provided the Conservation Commission the opportunity to fine-tune conservation
goals, included below, in response to current trends and conditions.
