TOWN OF WILTON
SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

Date: September 9, 2013
Time: 6:30 P.M.
Place: Town Office

Present: Chairman Daniel E. Donovan, III, Selectmen William F.
Condra and Richard E. Swanson, and Recording Secretary Pamela
Atwood.

The meeting was called to order at 6:30 P.M. by Chairman Donovan.

Jane Farrell and Joan Pellerin attended the meeting and requested a
nonpublic session which Chairman Donovan called per RSA 91-A:3,1I
(c) at 6:31 P.M.

The meeting called to order at 6:58

Dawn Tuomala from Monadnock Survey was next on the agenda to
discuss the Quinn bond. She made the changes requested by Attorney
Little. She went through the changes with the Board. She is here to get
acceptance for the road and acceptance of the reclamation plan.
Motion: A motion was made by Chairman Donovan stating that the
Town accept Richfield Way as recorded in the Warranty Deed and
accept the reclamation plan as described in Travelers Casualty and
Surety Company of American’s bond # 105951555. Richfield Way
will not be maintained by the Town of Wilton until the first occupancy
permit is issued by the Town. The motion was seconded by Selectman
Condra followed by a vote with all in favor

Steve Elliott was next to discuss the compactor for the Recycling
Center. Dennis Slocomb’s bid hasn’t changed. Waste Management
submitted two bids, one for a refurbished unit and one for a new unit.
The Board discussed the options. Chairman Donovan and Selectman



Condra were in favor of renting the container box for $50.00 per
month and going with Waste Management’s proposal which includes a
three year hauling agreement. Selectman Swanson was in favor of
going with Slocomb’s proposal to deal with a local company. Steve
Elliott stated that he does a lot of business with Slocomb but would
prefer the option of renting the box which would be with Waste
Management. If he decides on another compactor next year, Dennis
could bid again. Chairman Donovan agrees to the idea of using local
companies, but in this case there is a cost savings with going with
Waste Management.

Motion: Chairman Donovan made a motion to go with Waste
Management’s proposal to rent the container box, purchase a new
compactor and continue the three year contract for hauling. The
motion was seconded by Selectman Condra. The vote was: Condra,
yea; Donovan, yea; Swanson, nay. The motion passed two to one.

Chairman Donovan asked Steve Elliott if he would stay for a
nonpublic about a personnel issue

The meeting was called to order at 7:27 P.M.

The Sewer Commissioners and Accountant Stanley Green attended the
meeting to discuss the sewer bond. It is coming up next year for
payment. Stan stated that the Sewer Commissioners needed to make
sure there would be money in the budget to cover it. There was a
discussion about whether the sewer fees would cover the budget next
year. Stanley explained that the Sewer Department is considered part
of the Town, but the Sewer Bond payment will be $26,000 next year.
User fees may need to be increased to meet the Bond payment. The
group talked about the excess funds that would not be used with the
current project and what they could do with these funds. It was
suggested that they could possibly get the surplus funds released with a
warrant article for another project. Chairman Donovan thanked the



Commissioners and Stanley for attending.

Dan Nelson was next on the agenda. He was introduced to the Board
and spoke of his problem with excess lighting coming from the
Michaud Funeral Home. He has talked to Carl and requested a dimmer
light or a shade. Dan read the Town ordinance for lighting and it stated
that excess light cannot be shed on a neighbor’s property. Mr. Nelson
sees no need for the light to be on all night. Chairman Donovan stated
that if the light has been on the building since before 2003 when the
ordinance was adopted, then there is nothing they can do, it may fall in
the pre-existing, non-conforming use. Building Inspector John
Shepardson spoke to Carl about the issue and Carl said he would tip
the light down. Chairman Donovan asked Dan Nelson to talk to his
father to try to determine when the light was put up and get back to the
Board.

Chairman Donovan updated the Board on the status of the Fire
Department. Some of the equipment has been relocated to the Police
Department because they are getting ready to cut a hole in the interior.

John Shepardson asked the Selectmen how he should proceed with the
letter to the residents on Burns Hill who have a camper in their
backyard. He stated that nothing has changed. Selectman Condra
stated that they have exhausted their thirty days and that John should
issue a cease and desist order.

Chairman Donovan wanted to follow up on the issue at the Four
Corners Farm stating that the Restaurant activity exceeds what was
permitted under the Site Plan. He had a conversation with the Police
Chief regarding a complaint about using the site for large activity.
There were approximately 98 cars present at this event and there were
complaints from neighbors. Again this was a violation of the Site
Plan. John Shepardson told about a complaint that had been discussed
with NRPC. John told NRPC that he had spoken to the owner who



had checked with Fieldstone Company to confirm that the septic
system was adequate. John noted that the original complaint of too
many signs had been handled. Selectman Swanson went to a concert
up there and enjoyed it and would like to create an environment where
the business can succeed. Chairman Donovan stated that it is getting
increasingly testy up there. Lincoln Geiger has not yet submitted an
updated Site Plan to the Planning Board. John will talk to him.

The Board was fine with the request from Nicole Colvin-Griffin to use
the Court Room after a series of films for a discussion group.

The Board reviewed a new fuel bid from Fred Fuller Oil Company.
Motion: Selectman Condra made a motion to award the fuel contract
to Fred Fuller Oil Company. The motion was seconded by Chairman
Donovan followed by a vote with all in favor.

Selectman Swanson told the Board that he had met with Chief
Hautanen regarding the taser.

The minutes were approved.

This week’s manifests were signed.

The meeting minutes were approved.

Payroll for period ending 9/7/13 was approved.

One (1) Intent-to-cut notice was signed.

A Society for the Protection of NH Forests questionnaire was
completed

One (1) Revised Timber Tax Warrant was signed.

The 457(b) Plan Document Certification was signed.

A motion was made to adjourn the meeting at 8:54 P.M. by Chairman
Donovan, seconded by Selectman Condra followed by a vote with all
in favor.
