(Diligent burials Carl has approximately 15 unclaimed cremation burials in his possession and requests the Town supply a lot(s) for appropriate disposition. The Board agrees, but feels we should discuss with the Selectman
MaryAnn Shea has accepted to fill the open Trustee position for the remainder of the term and was appointed by the Board of Selectmen.
Selectman Kermit Williams is discussing audit issues with the AG’s office, for clarification on individual lot expenses and billings.
Member Steve Elliott was approached by Rita Grugnale whom discussed a “marker” issue on lot 295 in the Laurel Hill Cemetery, and wishes him to convey to the Board that the marker may have been placed without proper owner’s approval.
Steve noticed Grubs have been found in the South Yard Cemetery and insecticide will be necessary for removal.
Steve made a motion to appoint MaryAnn as Secretary, Second (John) All in favor
