Jim Tuttle called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.

Minutes of September 29, 2004

MOTION :  Mr. McGettigan moved to approve the minutes as written.  Mr. Herlihy seconded  the motion and all were in favor.

Ms. Nilsson was ill and not able to attend the evening’s meeting.  Mr. Herlihy agreed to take the minutes.

The right angle drive pump, which has been out for repair for several months was finally reinstalled on 10/22/2004.  The reinstallation required 13 hours to complete according to Mr. McGettigan.  Following the installation, the Parco valve would not function and had to be subsequently repaired before the well could be brought back on line.

A new pipe locator was purchased to replace the old unit which could no longer be repaired.

The Commissioners were going to work on the annual budget but had no up to date financial information.  Mr. McGettigan will request a current  printout from Ms. Peggy Arn.  A special meeting may be needed to prepare the paperwork for the Budget  Committee.

Mr. McGettigan and Dan Tinkham from E&GG have completed the monitoring wells on the Water Department land and on land owned by the Quinn Brothers for purposes of  sampling water flowing from the gravel mine across from the 2 Town wells.  Additional salt monitoring wells on the well properties themselves, still need to be completed.  Test borings at the proposed site of the 2nd river crossing still need to be done also.

Mr. Herlihy will contact CEI before the next meeting and get a progress report of their activities on behalf of the Wilton Water Department.

The “TO DO” list was discussed and will be brought up to date at next month’s meeting.

Because of the Thanksgiving holiday,  November’s meeting will be held on Wednesday, December 1, 2004 at 7:00 p.m.
