Jim Tuttle called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.

OLD BUSINESS

Minutes – 1/28/2004

MOTION:
Mr. McGettigan moved to approve the 1/28/04 minutes as written. Mr. Herlihy seconded the





motion and all were in favor.

Land Acquisition:

MOTION: Mr. Tuttle moved to go into non-public session in order to discuss land acquisition





negotiations. Mr. Herlihy seconded the motion and all were in favor.

Discussion of possible acquisition of 36 acre parcel (F – 173) owned by Quinn Bros. on Route 31 South 

in exchange for removal of gravel on town land (E – 023) on Route 31 South.

Dam & Reservoir Fence questions: Reporter Jessie Salisbury asked why the trees had been cut and 

a fence put up around the reservoir. The commissioners explained that the dam & spillway are monitored by the State of NH. The trees were dropping needles & branches into the spillway and constantly clogging it up. They said that many of the trees that were cut were dead or dying. The gatehouse that controls the dam had been broken into and some of the wheels that control the mechanisms had been thrown into the dam. Because of the abuse to the gatehouse and the fact that people were swimming and bringing their animals in the reservoir, the commissioners decided to fence

it in. Before they made that decision though they first approached the Wilton Police Dept. and asked if

they could keep a closer eye on the reservoir. That request was never answered. The commissioners

said that they also fenced in the wells and pump house, as security measures, at around the same time.

They said that they feel that the reservoir is an asset to the town and they don’t see any advantage to

decommissioning it.

Backflow Preventer Testing:  Jan Wrona reported that all inspections have been done and he handed

in a report for each inspection. He said that a couple of them were not completed and that is evident in the reports. He loaned Mr. Herlihy a booklet called Cross Connection Control Manual which has a section in it on how to administer a new program. From these materials, Mr. Herlihy will write a cross connection control policy and a CCC failure notice. Mr. Wrona made some specific suggestions about language that he

recommends for the policy.

Mr. Wrona also pointed out that Wilton’s code enforcement officer should alert the water dept. if any

kind of new commercial or industrial business opens up so that CCC needs can be assessed. Mr. Wrona said that both valves at Label Art are not functioning. He recommended installing RPZ valves in Label Art.

He also recommends Wilkins backflow preventers instead of Febco. He said that Souhegan Wood Products

needs a ball valve; Edgewater’s double check valve failed; Draper Energy valve failed and needs to be 

cleaned. Mr. McGettigan will hire Porter Plumbing to do these jobs.
Mr. Tuttle met with Jeff Martin, from Henniker Directional Drilling, at the crossing sites. Mr. Martin plans

to do the job late in the summer when the water is at its lowest point.
