Jim Tuttle called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.

OLD BUSINESS

Minutes – 3/31/2004

MOTION:
Mr. Herlihy moved to approve the 3/31/04 minutes as written. Mr. McGettigan 

seconded the motion and all were in favor.

Expansion of Gravel Operation on Route 31 South: Tom Quinn reported on the Planning Board meeting and said that the PB is requesting a letter from the Commissioners stating that they are in agreement with the conditional approval. Mr. Herlihy will write the letter and

circulate it by email to the other Commissioners for approval. Also discussed was who will be

supervising the project and doing the testing for the Water Commissioners.

MOTION:
Mr. McGettigan made a motion authorizing Mr. Herlihy to prepare a letter



addressing the Planning Board concerns with reference to the Quinn project, and



that he be authorized to sign the letter after providing copies to the other two



commissioners. The motion was seconded by Mr. Tuttle and all were in favor.

Abatement Request:  Stuart Draper requested an abatement on the number of water services 

he is being charged for at the garage and Draper Energy Building as well as the Post Office 

Building. The Commissioners will do some research and then consider the request.

Backflow Preventer Testing:  Mr. McGettigan was not able to repair two devices at Label Art and the broken ball valve at Souhegan Mill. There is still a device that needs repair at Draper Energy and one at the senior housing complex. A meter and device need to be installed at 40 Madison St. Mr. McGettigan also needs to get the insurance paperwork from Porter Plumbing 

for 2004.

Hydrant and Main Line Flushing: Mr. McGettigan will set this up for some time in the month 

of May.

Easements: Mr. McGettigan met with Dawn Tuomala and saw the survey of the Eastview side 

of Route 101 but it is still unclear if the easement language has a) been written and/or b) been

registered. Mr. Herlily will contact Attorney Donovan and find out the status of this easement.

With regard to the Chow and Blackmer easements, Mr. Herlihy still needs to contact Attorney

Morgan Hollis. He also needs to contact Meridian Land Services to make changes in these 

easements due to the change in location of the drilling project.

2nd River Crossing Progress: Mr. Tuttle reported that Henniker Directional Drilling dug the test holes and, unfortunately, ran into solid ledge. Because the soil is too unstable further east, this is the only alternative. They will get back to Mr. Tuttle with the exact location of the drill

site and the price of the job before the next meeting. 
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Dry Hydrant at New Reservoir:  Mr. Herlihy reported that he has a source for 60 feet of free 

pipe. Mr. Tuttle suggested asking Tom Quinn about 20’ pre-fab cement blocks to hold the pipe.

No action was taken.

Interior Tank Painting: Mr. McGettigan contacted Hemi Enterprises for an additional bid and 

will investigate types of coatings other than paint.
