Jim Tuttle called the meeting to order at 7:40 p.m.

OLD BUSINESS

Minutes – April 28, 2004

MOTION:
Mr. McGettigan moved to approve the 4/28/04 minutes as written. Mr. Herlihy seconded the motion and all were in favor.

Quinn/WWW Gravel Agreement: Tom Quinn suggested a different approach to distributing the 50,000 cubic yards of gravel or sand that Quinn Bros. owes the WWW as part of the Quinn land for WWW gravel trade deal that has been worked out. Mr. Quinn will write up something more formal and the Commissioners will discuss the idea with the Select Board.

2nd River Crossing Progress: Mr. Tuttle reported that Jeff from Henniker Directional Drilling called him and said he and his crew came up with the exact location of the drill site and the price of the job and said that the plans were in the mail. That was a couple of weeks ago. So nothing can be done on the easements until the location of the crossing is known. 

Backflow Preventer Testing:  Mr. McGettigan is going to see what the problem is with shutting off the valves at Label Art then will hire Porter Plumbing to replace two devices at Label Art and the broken ball valve at Souhegan Mill. There is still a device that needs repair at Draper Energy and one at the senior housing complex. A meter and device need to be installed at 40 Madison St. Mr. McGettigan also needs to get the insurance paperwork from Porter Plumbing for 2004.

Check Valves Needed: It was noted that three water users in town also have wells on their property: Stuart Draper, Sam Proctor, and Anne Marie Young. Check valves need to be installed to prevent system contamination from the wells.

Interior Tank Painting: Mr. McGettigan still waiting for bid from Hemi Enterprises. He will investigate types of coatings other than paint. This item will be tabled for the near future.

Sealed Drainage System Along Route 31 South: Roger Kielig now has current water test results from the two wells to compare to the test wells drilled along Route 31 South. He should come up with a preliminary proposal soon.

Dry Hydrant at New Reservoir:  Mr. Herlihy suggested that the Commissioners meet at the reservoir at 9 a.m. Sunday morning with Fire Chief Ray Dick and figure out where to put the hydrant. It was agreed.

Hydrant and Main Line Flushing: Mr. McGettigan has arranged for this to be done in mid June. 

NEW BUSINESS
EG & G Proposal: Mr. Herlihy will contact EG & G and ask a representative to come down and explain the proposal. He will contact Tom Quinn and invite him to the meeting when there is a confirmed date and time.

Additional Water Tank Study: Mr. McGettigan will call Jay Matatuski with Rural Water and ask for recommendations regarding engineering firms that could do an additional tank study.

Establishment of fee structure for inspection, repair and/or replacement of backflow prevention devices (commercial-industrial): Mr. Herlihy has begun to prepare the needed documents and hopes to have them completed by the June meeting. All that will remain will be to put in the fee structure.

Establishment of revised rules & regulations which would include standardized costs for bringing new service to residences & businesses as well as costs for meter installations, repair or replacement of devices, among other things: Mr. Herlihy will organize the documents/data from other towns and will shepherd this project.

· Arrange for loam to be delivered and grass planted at the new reservoir.
