Jim Tuttle called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.

OLD BUSINESS

Minutes – May 26, 2004

MOTION:
Mr. McGettigan moved to approve the 5/26/04 minutes as written. Mr. Herlihy 

seconded the motion and all were in favor.

2nd River Crossing Progress: Mr. Herlihy reported that he contacted Guilford Directional Drilling and Norm Harris told him that he would come down and look at the job. Tom will call him and try to set up a time. Mr. McGettigan will contact Lennie at R. H. White in Auburn for

a bid. Mr. Tuttle will contact Jeff at Henniker Directional Drilling and ask, again, for a different

bid. He will also contact Shumway Excavation.

Dry Hydrant at New Reservoir:  The Commissioners and the Fire Chief met at the reservoir and decided on the location of the hydrant.  The Water Dept. will pay for everything except the filter and adapter, which the Fire Dept. will provide. Staiti Excavation will do the job. Mr. McGettigan met with a representative of Gate City Fence Co. regarding the relocation of part of 

the fence. The price for the job will be sent in the mail.

Establishment of fee structure for inspection, repair and/or replacement of backflow 

prevention devices (commercial-industrial): Mr. Herlihy’s home computer crashed and so he

needs to find the backup copy at work of what he has already completed.

Establishment of revised rules & regulations which would include standardized costs for bringing new service to residences & businesses as well as costs for meter installations, repair or replacement of devices, among other things. The Commissioners decided to hold a special meeting on Monday, July 19th to begin discussing and making decisions about these 

issues. Mr. Herlihy will write the Public Notice.

EG & G Agreement: The Commissioners met with EG & G and came up with new contracts: one that Quinn Bros./New Spartan Properties, LLC is responsible for and one that WWW is

responsible for. Each begins 8/1/04 and each ends 8/1/08. The purpose of the Quinn Bros. contract is to monitor the gravel operations on the Davidson land and on the WWW land. The cost will be $23,500 the first year and $11,000 for the next 3 years. The purpose of the WWW contract is to install new monitoring wells closer to Blanchard’s Auto Salvage and to install & develop a series of piezometers in and around Lot F – 173 in an effort to better define the northeastern edge of the Source Water Protection Area relative to Wilton’s public water supply production wells. The cost will be $11,000 for the first year and $5,800 for the next three years. The Commissioners signed the WWW contract the EG & G and Mr. Herlihy will contact Mr. 

Quinn about their contract.
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Quinn/WWW Gravel Agreement: The Commissioners will meet with the Select Board on July

12th to discuss Tom Quinn’s proposal and the Commissioners proposal.

HTE Report: Two of the monitoring wells along Route 31 show a chloride reading of 250, which 

is extremely high. The readings at the drinking water wells are 19.3 and 19.6 – up from 15 last time they were tested for chloride. The Commissioners are concerned that the levels are rising from the use of road salt. Mr. McGettigan will contact the DOT in Swanzey and ask them who

to contact in Concord re: reducing winter maintenance areas. He will also contact Roger Kieleg, of HTE Engineering, and ask him the same question. He will also ask Roger to come up with the

design for the spill containment system ASAP.

Backflow Preventer Testing:  Mr. McGettigan has scheduled Porter Plumbing to replace two devices at Label Art and the broken ball valve at Souhegan Mill for July 10th.
