Minutes – February 25, 2009

Mr. Tuttle made one correction.

MOTION: 
(Schultz/McGettigan) to approve 2/25/09 minutes as amended. All were in favor. 

OLD BUSINESS

1.
Water Rate Increase Study – The commissioners met with Jay Matatuski of Rural Water and discussed rates and operations. Jay said that in his opinion the number of water users in Wilton requires at least one full time employee, but more likely one full and one part time employee to be able to cover the system 24/7.  Mr. McGettigan said that he would like to find a way to lower the costs so that the rates don’t have to go up. Mr. Schultz said that if any new projects are planned, Jay pointed out that the rates would have to be raised. Mr. Tuttle said that after the inside of the tank is painted this summer, there will only be $30,000 – $40,000 remaining in the account for any emergencies that might occur. Mr. McGettigan said that it might be time to think about raising the rates by .25 or .50 per thousand gallons.

Emergency Plan Update – Mr. Tuttle sent it to Concord on 3/24.

3.
Stand-by Generator Proposal – Mr. Tuttle spoke to the contact person for this grant and said that 
it looks good so far.

4.
Milford-Wilton Inter-connect – The warrant article passed in Wilton, but Wilton did not get the 
requested grant from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act. Mr. Tuttle will set up a 
meeting with Milford Water and Sewer to discuss the next steps. Mr. Schultz will call town 
counsel for further information.

5.
Alternate Proposals for Operating the Water System – Nothing yet.

6.
VOCs & SOCs Waivers – Commissioners identified 30 – 35 abutters within 1000’ of either well. 
Jane will send out the notices.

7.
Interior Tank Painting – Mr. Tuttle wants to meet with Chris from Pennichuck regarding all that 
needs to be done with the wells in preparation for diverting the water from the tank during 
painting. Also in question is how to use or drain the water from the tank.

8.
Pennichuck Operational Contract – No interest at this point.

9.
Backflow Devices – Mr. Tuttle took plumber Bob Bragdon to all of the businesses that require 
backflow devices: The Melting Pot, beauty parlor, Nelson’s Candies, Rick Roy, Monadnock 
Survey, Convenience 101 and L.A. Limo. Mr. Tuttle also said that Monadnock Survey would like 
to 
have their own water meter, separate from Rick Roy.

10.Location of all 600 Water Meters – Mr. McGettigan and his brother Jim agreed to do this job, but 
they haven’t gotten it done. The locations need to be entered into the meter reader software so that 
when it is time to read the meters, all of them can be easily found.
