Jim Tuttle called the meeting to order at 8:25 p.m.

Minutes – March 25, 2009

MOTION: 
(McGettigan/Schultz) to approve 3/25/09 minutes as written. All were in favor. 

OLD BUSINESS

1.
Milford-Wilton Inter-connect – Commissioners looked at copies of the contract Milford has with 
Pennichuck Water to provide water to Milford in emergency situations. Schultz will send a copy 
to Town Counsel.
2.
Interior Tank Painting – The tank was taken out of service today. The water is being drained out 
and it should be empty by the end of the week. The pump station is operating the system by itself 
and there is a hydrant being used for pressure relief on the Chow land adjacent to Route 101. 
Cleaning and power washing should begin next week and then sandblasting and prepping for 
painting will follow. The painting itself should take 3 – 4 weeks. The fire chief was informed, on 
April 21 and again on April 28, that the water pressure would not be what it usually is while the 
tank is offline. He was told that he would need to call mutual aid tanker trucks in case of a fire.
3.
Backflow Devices – All from the current list are installed except for L.A. Limo. Tuttle questioned 
whether The Wilton House of Pizza, the apartment building next door to it and the Wilton Falls 
Building have devices. No one knew the answer.

4. 
Rules and Regulations (Ordinance) -  Shultz procured a copy of the rules & regulations for 
Milford’s water system. McGettigan will read them and then Schultz will make copies for Tuttle 
and for Town Counsel.

5.
Location of all 600 Water Meters – Mr. McGettigan and his brother Jim agreed to do this job, but 
they haven’t gotten it done. The locations need to be entered into the meter reader software so that 
when it is time to read the meters, all of them can be easily found.  (On agenda since March 2009).
NEW BUSINESS
1.
System Operation Proposals – Tuttle spoke with a person at Harcros Chemical in Nashua. They 
will send someone up on May 18 to sample the water to see what the chemical needs actually are. 
Tuttle also spoke with New England Backflow in Auburn, NH. They inspect and repair backflow 
devices. McGettigan will set up a meeting with A & D Instruments about reconfiguring the phone 
and alarm systems at the pump house. Tuttle said that an inventory at the town barn needs to be 
done to find out what supplies are on hand. He said that the charts at the pump house also have to 
be checked out.

2.
Leak on Seagroves Street – Jay Matatuski of Rural Water is coming on Friday to try to find the 
leak on Seagroves St. While he is here he will check out the private pump station on Abbot Hill 
Acres.
