Jim Tuttle called the meeting to order at 8:20 p.m.

MOTION: 
McGettigan/Herlihy to approve 1/30/08 minutes as printed. All were in favor. 

OLD BUSINESS

1.
Capital Reserve Accounts – McGettigan said that the Eastview Acct. has $20,711; the Pump


Repair Acct. has $15,890 and the Tank Painting Acct. has $2,921.51. The commissioners want to


close the Eastview Acct. and transfer the funds to the Tank Painting Acct. but believe that they 
have to notice it first. McGettigan will find the minutes that document the capital reserve 


accounts, the date they were set up, the exact wording etc. 
2.
Interior Tank Painting – Tuttle spoke with Mark L. Wetzel with Stantec Consulting Services, 
Inc. about rehabbing the current tank vs. purchasing a concrete tank. Wetzel said that to purchase


an 800 – 900 thousand gallon concrete tank would cost around 1.2 million including site work. 


He also said that if the current tank was recoated, it should last 15 – 20 years barring severe rust


damage.


MOTION:
McGettigan/Herlihy To authorize Robert L Merithew, Inc. to solicit bids and 





oversee the tank painting project. All were in favor. Herlihy will contact





Merithew.

3.
Holt Rd. Chlorinator Building – McGettigan reported that Dec-Tam is ready to go as soon as the


snow has been moved from around the building. Herlihy said he would get rid of it on the


weekend.
4.
Pennichuck – Herlihy raised the issue of the number of fire hydrants that have not been cleared 


of ice and snow. He was concerned about liability in case there was a fire and the hydrant that 


was needed could not be accessed. The highway dept. has not had the time to do it and he


wondered if there was a backup plan. Tuttle suggested Ryman Excavation as a possibility. No


action taken.

Intervale Road Extension – Tuttle has contacted a few contractors that may be interested in


doing the job.

NEW BUSINESS

1.
Potential Water Rate Increase to Fund Future Projects – Tuttle said that he and Herlihy met and


discussed both a .25 and .50 per thousand gallon rate increase. A .25 increase would bring in


$11,000 and a .50 increase would bring in $22,000. Tuttle said that a .25 increase would increase


his home water bill by $9.50. Herlihy added that a minimum charge is also something that can be


looked at.
PLACEHOLDERS
1.
Pump Station Roof – Tuttle received two bids: Henry Gibbons to provide 30 yr. shingles, 15# 
paper, ice shield 3’ from edge, metal drip edges on all sides, trim line shingles, ridge vent & roof 
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cap for a price of $2,400. A similar bid was received from Al Preston, except it provided for 25 
yr. shingles and did not specify the weight of the paper. The price was $1,200. Tuttle will 
contact Mr. Preston and ask him to adjust his bid to provide for 15# paper & 30 yr. 


shingles. If the bid is still the lower, he will be hired. No action taken at this meeting.

2.
Skirting for Storage Trailer – Al Preston will prepare a bid for removing the axel, building 2’ 
vinyl skirting as well as building stairs and deck. A bid from Henry Gibbons in the amount of 
$1,580 was received in July for the skirting job only. No action taken at this meeting
