NEW BUSINESS

Randy Caswell, 4 Barry Court, said he needs to rebuild after a fire destroyed his multi-family property. He needs 1 ½” line to support sprinklers inside the building. Tuttle informed him that he would need to pay for a copper 2” line from the street to his connection box, but the first step would be to fill out an application for a new service and pay the $1,200 connection fee. In summary: Mr. Caswell will pay the connection fee, purchase the pipe, dig the ditch, pay for any traffic control & hot 

top the road. The Water Works will make the tap and put the control box in.

Interior Tank Painting – Waiting to hear what happened at the on-site review that was scheduled


for June 24th.

Intervale Road Water Line Extension – Tuttle reported he has received two bids for parts needed 


for the job: Prescott $14,999 and Vellano $14,758. McGettigan asked if the curb boxes were Erie 


or Buffalo. Tuttle said the bids did not specify which type they were. McGettigan said that Erie 


boxes are not stainless steel and that Tuttle should be sure to order Buffalo boxes. The job is


scheduled to be done the end of July/beginning of August.

Water Rate Increase Study – McGettigan will contact Rural Water and set up a meeting to 


discuss water rate increases. (This has been on the agenda since March, 2008)

Capital Reserve Accounts – McGettigan reported that as of 12/31/07 the East View account had


$20,711.56; the Wells & Pump account had $15,890.94 and the Tank Painting account had 


$2,921.51. McGettigan will contact Trustee of the Trust Funds, John Hutchinson, to find 
out the current balance in these accounts. Commissioners still need correct balance sheets 


from select board. They will attempt to attend the 6/30 select board meeting.

Asbestos Removal from Old Chlorinator Building – McGettigan will call the contractor and see if 
the price is still the same and Tuttle will call Darryl Markaverich regarding removing the trash 


from inside the building.

6.
Pennichuck – The water shutoff date has been changed to July 7th from July 3rd.

Pump Station Roof – Tuttle reported that the roof was repaired and new shingles were put on.

8.
Skirting for Storage Trailer – A bid was received from Al Preston for removing the axel, 
building 2’ 
vinyl skirting as well as building stairs and deck.  Will be done during July or


August.

Wellhead Delineation – Received the Delineation of Wellhead Protection Area Report around 


the Abbott and Everett production wells from Emery & Garrett Groundwater, Inc. There will be 


a meeting with the planning board on July 8 at 7 p.m.
