Jim Tuttle called the meeting to order at 8 p.m. 

Minutes – May 30, 2007

MOTION: 
Herlihy/McGettigan to approve 5/30/07 minutes as written. All in favor.

Don King, 181 Abbot Hill Road, discussed the possibility of pumping water to his home with the commissioners. The commissioners said that a pump station would be needed to pump water to him and to the houses below his that are getting their water presently from the pressure of the tank, but it’s marginal. McGettigan will contact Bruce Lewis and/or Pennichuck to survey the area and 

determine what size pump would be needed and the costs involved.
Pennichuck (PWW): On Friday night (6/22) a lightning arrestor on the Everett well was apparently struck by lightening, which made the variable speed drive inoperable. The VSD chooses from which well to draw water depending on a number of factors. Because of the lightening strike, the Abbot well alone provided all the water from Friday night until Tuesday when the part arrived. McGettigan will ask Bruce Lewis about the possibility of adding on stronger lightening strike protection to the 

electronic system, and the potential costs involved. 

Hydrant Flushing: Fire Chief Ray Dick has some issues regarding the flushing done earlier this 

month. Herlihy will set up a meeting with Chief Dick and the commissioners.
Reduced Salt Use: McGettigan reported that he spoke to a representative at Division 4 DOT (Swanzey), who said that the commissioners have done everything they were supposed to do. The 

Swanzey office will arrange a public meeting in Wilton through the selectmen’s office.

Financial Reports: Herlihy will set up a meeting with the commissioners and Carla and Peggy

to try and clear up some of the apparent misunderstandings regarding WWW accounts as well 

as monthly reports needed by the commissioners.

Intervale Road Extension: McGettigan will get prices for 8” pipes & fittings for this job. 

Upper Main Street Services: McGettigan will contact Road Agent Steve Elliot or Selectman Dick Rockwood regarding the timeline for WWW need to replace two and possibly three services. Also in question is who will pay for all the water service curb boxes that will be 

destroyed in the process of ripping out the old sidewalks.

New Service on Holt Road: McGettigan will prepare a bill for Buchanan Construction for the 

new service on Holt Road.
Interior Tank Painting/Concrete Tank: McGettigan will get the phone number of Dufresne & 

Henry from Milford.

Pump Station Roof: The shingles on the roof of the pump house are deteriorating. Tuttle will contact Al Preston and Henry Gibbons and McGettigan will ask Dale McGettigan about quotes 

to roof the pump station.
