MOTION: 
Herlihy/McGettigan to approve 6/27/07 minutes as written. All in favor.

OLD BUSINESS
Don King, 181 Abbot Hill Road. McGettigan will contact Bruce Lewis and/or Pennichuck to survey the area and determine what size pump would be needed and the costs involved. Waiting 

for report – from June.

Pump Station Roof: Tuttle contacted Al Preston and Henry Gibbons. Only Gibbons replied with a 

bid. McGettigan to get bids from Dale McGettigan and Brian Adams if they are interested in the jobs. 

Pennichuck (PWW): Herlihy will contact Bernie at Pennichuck and ask him to include invoices with bills from now on. He will also talk to him about the lead and copper testing procedure. McGettigan will ask Bruce Lewis about the possibility of adding on stronger lightening strike protection to the electronic system, and the potential costs involved.  Waiting for report – from 

June.

Reduced Salt Use: Herlihy will contact DOT Division 4 Chief Engineer, Doug Graham and find

out about hearing date scheduling.

Paving Parking Area at Everett Well Site: No action taken.

Intervale Road Extension: McGettigan will get prices for 8” pipes & fittings for this job. 

Waiting for report – from June.

Structure at Fire Station: The commissioners will meet at 9 a.m. on Sunday, August 12 to look at 

the large concrete pipe that has been at the fire station since it was originally going to be used to 

house the backflow preventer that was instead installed inside the station. They will then look at the

old chlorinator site on Holt Road to see if the pipe/structure can be used there. 

Upper Main Street Services: McGettigan will contact Road Agent Steve Elliot or Selectman Dick Rockwood regarding the timeline for WWW need to replace two and possibly three services. Also in question is who will pay for all the water service curb boxes that will be 

destroyed in the process of ripping out the old sidewalks. Waiting for report – from June.
Interior Tank Painting/Concrete Tank: McGettigan will get the phone number of Dufresne & 

Henry from Milford. Waiting for report – from June. Tuttle will contact Underwater Solutions.

NEW BUSINESS

Skirting for Storage Trailer: Tuttle asked for and received a bid from Henry Gibbons for a 2’

vinyl skirting on the trailer. This would be the height if the wheels were removed. Herlihy suggested

possibly removing the axels in order to get the trailer lower to the ground, since it is a permanent

structure anyway. McGettigan felt getting bids was premature until they had lowered the trailer.

Wilton-Milford Interconnection Planning Project: Establishing a new interconnection between the Wilton Water System and the Milford Water System was investigated during the Mutual Aid Study,

which was recently conducted by the Nashua Regional Planning Commission. Such an interconnection would provide added redundancy for both water systems. Several emergency scenarios related to a new interconnection between Wilton and Milford were evaluated during the Mutual Aid Study using an area-wide hydraulic model. For example, if the two Wilton wells (Everett and Abbott) were unexpectedly taken out of service for more than two or three days due to an unforeseen event, the town’s water system would completely fail, as the town currently has no backup source. The model showed that construction of a new water main along the Route 101 corridor to connect the two water systems and a new pumping station to lift water from Milford (lower hydraulic grade line) to Wilton (higher hydraulic grade line) could deliver sufficient water into Wilton during this emergency scenario. Furthermore, the new interconnection could transfer water 

from Wilton to Milford if necessary, thus providing Milford with another backup source of water.

In order to pay for a $25,000 engineering study of the project, both towns will apply together for a

$15,000 DES 2007 Public Water System Emergency Interconnection Grant. In addition, Milford 

Water Dept. has pledged $2,500 toward the $10,000 that the towns have to come up with. That leaves

$7,500 for Wilton.

Herlihy/McGettigan To approve $7,500 to pay Wilton’s share of the seed money for the




DES Wilton-Milford Interconnection Planning Project. All were in favor.

Revisit Capital Reserve Funds: No action taken.

Increase Water Rates to Fund New Projects: No action taken. Herlihy will bring in formula for

state water rates from DES website.
